3. Look ahead to James 1:22-25 and 2:14-26.  The expectation of faith 

is the exercise of faith.  How is your faith being exercised at this time 
in your life? 

 
 
 
4. When faith is being exercised, it shows up in the choices we make, 

the words we speak, and the way we relate.  How is faith being 
reflected in these three areas of your life right now? 

 
 
 
5. Prayerfully read through the book of James five times this week and 

note key themes.  Ask God to use our study of this book to nurture 
healthy, biblical faith in you and in our church family.
